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SHOWER BASE INSTALLATION PROCEDURE 
 
 
Important notes :  
 

 There are many different ways to install a shower base, we will now suggest you a simple and 
recommended way to install it.  It is your responsibility to see if that type of installation respects your 
needs. 

 The services of a professional plumber are highly recommended for the installation of the 
shower base. 

 The minimum structural strength required to support the unit is 600 lbs. 
 
 
1. The first step is the preparation of the shower base location.  All walls and floor must form perfect 90° 

angles from themselves and should all be perfectly levelled.  Ensure you that the dimensions of the 
shower base location will perfectly fit with it.

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2. Now temporarily install the shower base in its exact final location.  Once done, take a pencil and 

mark the center of the drain hole on your floor (see figure 9 below).  You can now remove the shower 
base from its location and drill a 6’’ hole right on your drain mark.  If you will no longer have access 
underneath the shower base after its final installation, then the drain plumbing must be done before 
going to the next step. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
3. It is now time to permanently install the shower base.  With a silicone gun, apply a generous quantity 

of construction glue or resistant silicone on each of the shower base levelling feet (see figure 10 
below).  In the particular case of the 36’’ x 36’’ x 2’’ shower base, there are no levelling feet, you need 
instead to apply the glue directly on the shower base wood floor on the location shown on the figure 
11 below.

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4. Now that the glue or silicone is applied on the shower base feet, you can position the base in its final 

location.  Be very careful not to lose the fresh glue while moving the shower base.  Now that the base 
is in its exact final position, you can connect the drain plumbing.  Be careful not to move the base by 
mistake before the glue has completely dried, 24 hours must be allowed before using the 
product. 

 
5. The last step consists in preventing any possible water infiltration while using the product.  Apply 

bathroom silicone lines everywhere water could infiltrate.  See figure 12 below for example :  
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Important note : Your shower base installation is now finished; it is highly recommended to wait until the 
next day before installing the door.  However, if it is impossible, we suggest that the 5th step be done only 
after the door is installed.  This way, there won’t be any door installation residue that is going to drop in 
your freshly applied silicone.

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS 
 
General Instructions 
 
1. WARNING: Risk of accidental injury, or 

drowning; do not use alcohol, drugs or 
medication before or during the use of the 
shower. 

 
2. WARNING: To avoid injury, exercise care 

when entering and exiting your shower. 
 
3. WARNING: Risk of hyperthermia and 

possible drowning; Water temperature in 
excess of 38ºC may be injurious to your 
health. Check and adjust water temperature 
before use. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS 
 
 
1. The acrylic of your new shower has a glossy 

finish. In order to preserve that finish, never 
use abrasive cleaners containing scouring 
powder (ex. Ajax, Vim, etc), steel wool, 
acetone (nail polish remover), dry cleaning 
fluid, window-cleaning products, and 
ammonia compound, paint thinner, mineral 
or benzene oil on the acrylic surface, the jets 
and the handles of your shower. 

2. Clean your shower once a week using a soft 
sponge or cloth with liquid detergent (ex. 
dishwashing detergent, Hertel, Simple 
Green, Greased Lightning, M. Clean, etc.) 
and warm water. Make certain the product is 
recommended for use on acrylic by the 
manufacturer (see product label).  

3. Mineral deposits and soap films can develop 
on your shower accessories. Regular 
cleaning is recommended, using mild liquid 
soap and, if needed, a Teflon scrubbing pad. 

4. Regular car wax will restore your shower’s 
original luster. Polish and clean your shower 
using mild soap. (We recommend polishing 
your shower every six months). 

5. Small scratches can be removed by buffing 
lightly with a clean cloth and using either an 
automotive polishing liquid or toothpaste 
containing a fine polishing ingredient (like 
Arm & Hammer or other). For deeper 
scratches, sand the surface lightly with 400 
grit "wet or dry" paper and buff with fine-grit 
buffing compound. Clean your shower as 
described above and you will see your 
shower shine as new again. For bigger 
scratches and/or any other considerable 
break, please contact us for an acrylic repair 
specialist referral.

This beautiful surface is LUCITE CAST ACRYLIC, the highest quality, most durable material available. 
Its hard, non-porous surface prevents dirt from accumulating and resists stains better than other plastic 
materials. With normal use, LUCITE CAST ACRYLIC is so durable it will retain its beauty with only a 
minimum of care. To maintain the elegant look of LUCITE CAST ACRYLIC, just follow these simple 
steps: 
 
• For normal care and cleaning, use a soft cloth or sponge with soap and water. Rinse well and dry 

with a soft, clean cloth. If using a household cleaner, make sure it is recommended for use on acrylic 
by the manufacturer. 

• Remove dust and dry dirt with a soft, clean, damp cloth. 

• Clean grease, oil, paint and ink stains with isopropyl (rubbing) alcohol. Rinse well and dry with a soft, 
clean cloth. 

• Never use abrasive cleaners/ cleansers. 

• Do not allow LUCITE CAST ACRYLIC surface to come into contact with nail polish, nail polish 
remover, Wintergreen oil (methyl salicylate), dry cleaning solution, lacquer thinners, gasoline, pine 
oil, etc. 

• Avoid placing razorblades or other sharp instruments on this surface, as they may scratch it. Small 
scratches can be removed by buffing lightly with a clean cloth and using either an automotive 
polishing liquid or toothpaste containing a fine polishing ingredient (like Arm & Hammer or other). For 
deeper scratches, sand the surface lightly with 400 grit "wet or dry" paper and buff with fine-grit 
buffing compound.  

Keep this surface glossy and beautiful by giving it proper care. And remember, with LUCITE CAST
